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Below is a Table that shows the meaning of the first three letters in each Banner form, job, report, and table

Banner Naming Conventions
for Reports, Processes, & Forms

The letters in Positions 4, 5, 6, and 7 uniquely identify the form, report, job, or table.

Example:

Each "object" (form, job, report, or  table in Banner) has a unique, seven character name.  The first three letters in each 
name give you basic information about the object.  The last four positions provide a unique indentifier for the form, job, 
or table.  Below is description of what each position means.

The letter in Position 1 tells you which Banner system "owns the form, job, or table.  For example,a form that starts with 
the letter F is a part of the Banner Finance system.  A form that starts with the letter S is a part of the Banner Student 
system.

The letter in Position 2 determines which module in a particular Banner system owns the form, job, report, or table.  For 
example, a form that starts with the letters FP are a part of the Purchasing module in the F
